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The university does not deliver a diploma; it creates a mobile, flexible chain of actors, places, 
disciplines, professions and skills. Its resources, knowledge and expertise are put into downstream to 
upstream synergy for a local sustainable development project. It is defined and carried out within a 
scientific and ethical framework of local actors while using an intercultural, interdisciplinary, inter-
sectoral and intergenerational approach. 
 
Given that sustainable development will inevitably affect future generations, it is only natural that young 
people participate in this project. There are thus no “students”, nor “teachers” only co-participants who 
train and cooperate with each other via a mutual exchange of information and experiences, within a 
research-action framework, i.e. action from theoretical/ conceptual research. A number of results are 
hoped for: concrete outcomes for local development projects, thus improving a population’s status in the 
long run; contributions to an intercultural dialogue; and an increase in the world’s collective capital of 
conceptual, technical and practical knowledge. 
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The sustainable development concern the future of young generations. 
The Nomadic World Festival for Young Creation, artistic twin of his scientific brother, the Nomadic 
World University, does not give any reward. It is designated for the youth, put together the arts and 
different worlds, connect, country after country, the colours of the world for the local imagination. 
The biggest part of the South population is young and the youth is the biggest part and the most 
innovative one of the population in the North countries. Everywhere the youth must be able to express, 
imply and make proper to them the sustainability approaches : the link  linking  linked   
The artistic expression is the privileged way of the creativity, communication, identification and 
affirmation of the youth.  This festival gives opportunities for the young talents and for young creators 
known in the local environment, but without abilities to become known in the whole country or to act on  
globalisation, to meet each other, to discover different worlds, to show their talents, to confront the largest 
public, to exchange theirs experiences, to create the links and to let them exchange their know-how, their 
creations and their ways of being, speaking and doing. It let them to  find a way out of their isolation which 
limits their blooming and their citizenship. 
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Decline in duo the festival and the University  would express, trough theirs modalities and theirs common 
practical  aspects and with their own fields, the needs of  sustainability to connect  ethic and economy, fun 
and effort, creativity and daily ways,  seduction and  destiny, science and art, local and global, youth and 
more mature people, development and culture. These two events could  help to express and to know the 
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singularity of the world but as well the variety and plurality of  local cultures into the global dynamics for 
integrating development. 
To provide synergies and interactivities to proximities opens up the ways of thinking and reacting, the 
generations and places, to develop the local cultural creativity and local expertises signed in the same 
shared  targets  into the project area : the sustainable welfare of the local populations, the appreciation of 
local resources and cultures and the global sustainability. 
 
These  two events, each one made in its own language and in its purpose but in interaction, look for making 
desirable the imperative of  sustainability and for helping globalization to become fruitfulness for all. 
And by their interactive practices between ethics and economy, art and science,  global and local, they 
appreciate spirit and culture of the deserts as part of the collective world capital of knowledge. Nomadic 
peoples are the first global and local minds in the world.

       This WORLD UNIVERSITY’s research work opens each year in a different country.  
 

  The foreign participants will be lodged at local residents homes (with financial support 
from the organizers) during the largest part of the stay.  
 

 The language of the host country, French, English, Portuguese and Spanish are the official 
languages for all written scientific communications. The language of the host country, French, and 
English  are the official languages for  all oral communication 
 

 Each annual session leads to the definition and implementation of a concrete sustainable 
development project, based on the local priority needs of the host country. This project must 
be methodologically transposable and developed through constant interaction and co-operation of 
all the international and local participants.

 This WORLD UNIVERSITY’s research work will be conducted over a five month preparatory 
period via electronic media, (based on a mobile and interactive numerical platform), plus a 10-day 
plenary session in the host country. An intermediate, optional discovery session is also be planned 
(excursion focused on sustainable tourism).  
 

 At the end of the plenary session two working cells will be formed and work in close cooperation : 
 

1. An Entrepreneurial Cell in charge of the coordination of all aspects of project 
development and completion, i.e. assembly, funding, execution, follow-up, monitoring 
of impacts and feedbacks. 
 
2. A Diffusion Cell in charge of the diffusion, evaluation and applicability of the local 
sustainable development project, plus methodological transfer and theoretical / practical 
diffusion of the experience as a whole 

 
 The Nomadic World University is equipped with Council of the Scientific and Ethical 

Orientation, advisory authority independent of its general and executive direction. This Council is 
charged to initiate  operational choices during the various sessions, to take care of the respect of the 
scientific step and the ethical principles and to validate decisions with each great stage of project 
implementation. At the end of the plenary session, it works out an assessment, carries out an 
evaluation and puts forth recommendations which will be made public on its behalf 

 
 The electronic session, an incubation session,  is focused on the identification of the priority 

projects of local development to realize. The plenary session is interested in the finalization of the 
project of local development (or groups convergent projects) and in the operational strategies for its 
implementation 
 

 The physical session of the Nomadic World University for sustainability is accompanied, at the 
same moment and in the same host country, by a cultural and artistic event : the Nomadic World 
Festival for the Young Creation 
 

 The World University participants (practitioners, experts, academics, local authorities, decision 
makers, civil servants, professionals, financials, NGO, students) will undertake the following : 
cooperation, synergy of information and qualifications, investment in exploration, selection, study, 
design, evaluation, feedback and applicability of a given concrete local sustainable development 
project retained during the plenary session . 
 

 The foreign participants (approximately 30) motivated and qualified of all countries and all 
professional sectors will be selected on file. Free auditors can be allowed in Plenary Session. 
The travel expenses (within the limit of 1200 €) and lodging in the home of local people of the foreign 
participants in the Plenary Session will be borne by the Organizers.  

  40 € registration expenses will be paid by the foreign participants. 
  Registration charges for non residents : 140 €. There will be no registration fees for the residents.  
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To realise, country after country, year after year, international manifestation which will mix the 
young local talents and the young creators coming from other worlds and  which translate the 
breath of live, the part of emotions, the part of seduction,  the positive imagine and the cultural 
approaches of the sustainability.  
 
Mobilise and encourage the young talents and local creators, whose art or enterprise spirit are 
known locally but which do not have enough of financial resources or of the suitable logistic to 
make them known for the largest general public and to open out economically theirs talents. 
 
Cause the exchanges of information, knowledge and experience, the transfer of know-how and to 
encourage the links and projects of the common creation between the young creators of the worlds or of 
different arts. 
 
Put the young creation into the heart of the quality popular cultures, touching the people which does not 
participate the cultural public places or is not in the direct contact with the high quality popular creations 
coming from other worlds. 
 
Make known and appreciate, to develop and valorise, to create value of artistically creations and 
artisanal production born in the countries connected with desert.

 The festival opens every year in a different country. 
 

 The areas of art concerned by the Festival are (in the first time) the music, the draw, the stylising and 
all  artisanal quality creation prepared with the reused materials or with the natural materials  

 

 The event takes 10 days in one host country where is organised the Nomadic World University and at 
the same moment. 

 

 The foreign creators (from 40 up to 60) and local ones (about 100) selected are e-contacted one 
month before the opening of the festival. The sources of free accretion to the internet will be given to 
their disposition. A multilingual translation will be provided. 

 

 The foreign participants will lodge at local residents homes  or in a common hosting  center with 
the local participants  
 

 The participants limited by the experimented popular creators accept to be made in direct contact with 
the local life, to prove during some works of Nomadic World University, by the way during the ones 
connected with the youth, the environment and the culture, to make exposition of their talents behind 
a local popular public, to initiate the young local to their art, to make improvisations of common 
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creations between them in their  own fields of  artisanal  or artistic expressions, to make researches 
of their complementarities to encourage and discover new creations. 

 
 The participants will make collectively at the end of they journey a list of propositions in the field 
which they will determinate together and in which the youth, the creation and the culture will be the 
biggest arms. 

 
 A big artistic manifestation of the end will permit to every participant to present their creations made 
during their meetings 

 

  At the end of the festival, a "Entrepreneurial Cell " will be created and will be in charge to make in 
contacts the highest talents with the professionals working in their area of creation 
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Duration : 4 months 
 
During this stage information, testimonies, experiences and financial statement analyses, problems and 
the needs of the host country on broad topics retained by the Partnership Council for Orientation and 
Ethics will be electronically circulated publicly. 
The residents of the host country will be the principal source of local information and testimonies.  
Free public Internet Centers will be opened in some cities of the host country  
 
The approximate duration of this stage is 4 months starting from the final development of the program 
of the World University by the Partnership Council of Orientation and Ethics. 
 
During this incubation period, in addition to the permanent interactive numerical meetings, physical 
thematic decentralized but coordinated and crossed meetings are envisaged. 
 
Official invitations specifying the conditions and the procedures of participation and the broad topics 
of studies retained will be launched to the potential participants at least two months before the launch 
of the Course Training and Incubation Session. The official invitation specifies the mode of 
contribution, the time frames and the framework of intervention of the Incubation and Plenary 
Sessions. 
 
Once, the participants are selected and connected electronically to the network, and with the local 
actors, working groups are formed during the second month which will concentrate on the broad topics 
retained by the Partnership Council of Orientation and Ethics. The Council  will indicate the animators 
and the organization methods of the working groups.   
Parallel to the exchanges inside the groups and between them, a second electronic line will allow 
public debates with Non-Participants.  
 
The objectives of the working groups will be to identify projects of sustainable development and to 
study their conditions of realization by using profitable competences of the participants. 
 
At the end the third month, a debated short list of concrete local development priority projects must be 
drawn up. Workshops set up henceforth by project will have to operationally set up the selected projects, 
discuss amongst themselves and local actors and accompany them with recommendations. The final short 
list of the adopted projects will have to obtain the approval of the Council Partnership of Orientation and 
Ethics.  
 
This list of concrete projects is subject to the work of the Plenary Session.

This session lasts twelve days and will be scheduled on the with variable and adaptable dates, fixed 
according to the effective dates of the two other sessions, the appropriateness of the calendar and the 
request of the participants.  It may be held before, during or between Sessions or immediately after the 
Plenary Session. 
 
A trip (with additional costs) focused on sustainable tourism in the host country is proposed to the 
participants of the World University  (program and conditions : see an example on www.apreis.org ).  
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In addition to its entertaining dimension, the objective is to establish links between participants and the 
local population and to better match the learning experience to the reality of the host country of the 
First World University.

This is a ten days session open to the participants of the Investigation and Incubation Session and to 
foreign and local auditors.   
It relates on the identification of concrete projects of local development priority to realize and  the 
implementation of the operational conditions for its finalization. 
 
The work-load is on average 5 hours per day, with two days per week off.  The participants will be 
lodged at local residents homes (with financial support from the organizers) during the largest part of 
the stay.  
The general meetings of work, the workshops, the debates, the exchanges with the local actors, the 
public conferences, the visits and the excursions (paying) will alternate during the 10 days 
 
The ten days duration is necessary in order to produce high quality work. It is also a selective criterion 
which will require from the participants real motivation, and commitment. 
 
The first week aims at creating a concrete dynamics and field attachment. They will be devoted to the 
presentation and to the discussion of the development projects, their issues, their priority and 
examination  of their feasibility.  These discussions will transpire amongst the participants and, within 
the framework of open public meetings and field meetings, between the participants and non-
participating local actors. 
 
At the end of the first week period, the Plenary Session must adopt a transposable project or a 
convergent group of development projects based on local priority needs.  
 
The second  week takes on a technical and professional orientation, and is devoted to the operational 
development of strategy, technique, implementation and project management as agreed upon with the 
local actors. This session is completed by the set up of : 
 
- an “Entrepreneurial” Cell in charge of the coordination of all the chain of development of the project 
and its finalization: local assembly, financing, realization, follow-up, impacts,  
       
and  
 
- the Experience and Feedbacks from the Diffusion Cell, in charge of the diffusion, evaluation and 
transposability of the local development project, methodological and conceptual transfers, and 
practical scattering of the experiment as a whole. 
 
The official languages of the plenary session are the language of the host country, French and English. 
Translators will be at the disposal of the participants when needed. A simultaneous translation is 
possible for certain general meetings.

Hosting the first session of a World University in a world university without resources, but not talent, 
and in a country where a creative population makes do with little, represents one of the stakes of the 
project. Conception in sustainable development is a challenge for the globalization of development and 
for the fruitfulness and ethical relevance of the concept of sustainability, on which depends the utility of 
globalization. 
 
The choice of Niger illustrates the universality of the concept.  It is the positive expression of the 
globalization of human activities and ethics which require efficient «mutualisation», knowledge and 
know-how, and success of the geographical, professional and disciplinary decompartmentalization of 
the actions, activities and actors. 
 
Statistically, Niger is considered amongst the poorest countries of the world.  Furthermore, French (and 
not one of the native languages) is the country’s official language. It also contains several ethnic groups 
and is in a recovery phase following a lengthy conflict between the State and one of the local 
communities.  Moreover, among these ethnic groups is the Tuareg community whose desert culture, 
which is simultaneously one of limits and humility, the local, is also one of great spaces, without 
proximities, partitions and borders other than itself, the global. 
 
The highest authorities of Niger have in principle agreed to host the first edition of this World 
University on the University of Niamey campus. 
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How to create the new local resources and which new local activities to develop ? 
in order to : 
- valorise sustainability the local resources 
- make better local and global environment and  living conditions of the local population 
- to respect the cultural identity 
- to fight against the poverty 
- to create local employment 
- encourage the cooperation between the citizens, between local actors and between the private an 
   public partners 
- make in phase the national and local objectives 
 
 
 
Algeria, Al-Djazâ'ir, has a rich abundance of natural resources. The second biggest African country by 
his territory. Thanks to his geographical localisation it makes the link between Africa and Europe. It is a 
young country : more then 60% of its 32 millions of inhabitants is less then 30 years old. 
Its future is a formidable challenge  facing  to the globalisation, the sustainability and of the 
development process.  The biggest part of the country is covered by the deserts limited on the North by 
a area of 200-350 km large. 
 
2006 is the world year for the desert. It will be a supplementary opportunity to pay attention to links 
which connect the big South to the whole Algeria. It will be one way to link the rural spaces and urban 
spaces, the future of men and women, the future of young and the past of the others generations, the 
production of  goods and the destiny of the wastes... 
 
Nevertheless, the hydrocarbures sector, on which is based a big part of state resources, rest still the base of 
the economy of the country giving 60% of tax income, 25% of the BNP and 97% of export income. 
30 milliards of dollars of income from export in 2004 but economy of the country stay heavily dependent 
by the fluctuations of the petrol market and the dollar exchange value. 
Algeria makes efforts to diversify her economy and the Government is providing in some areas a bigger   
space to realise new ideas for the social actors between which a local actors.

Born 500 years ago and from Portuguese colonial origin, Brazil covers almost a half of South America 
(47,5%) with a population of 170 millions of inhabitants, young mostly and with catholic dominance (73%), 
concentrated rather in cities (81%) and not more than in  0,13 % of national territory. It is not only significant 
by its racial diversification but as well by the diversification of natural species of the planet. 
 

Divided to a national industrialisation project create by Government in XX century and interrupted during 
80’s, the country has known a paradox situation: it is the 8th world economy in 1998 and today, the second in 
the ranking of social inequality (10% of population takes the 50% of the national wealth) and has in the same 
time the ecological degradation process the faster of the world. 
The high concentration of economical activities on a little part of space has only made the profit 
concentration process and of social exclusion: 50 millions of Brazilians live under the minimum life 
conditions. The country is in front of a big unemployment problem, dissemination of the "favellas" and of the 
violence. The national development model has as well needed a lot of efforts for the environment and for the 
traditional cultures, especially the native cultures (370 000 inhabitants and almost 200 ethnics), the 
sustainability of rural areas is itself in danger.  
By the time when they have the biggest and the most diversified science system, technology and innovations 
of the Latin America, as well in the petrol prospection and in underground water as in the plane 
constructions, the alcohol production and the records in exportation of agricultural  business (sugar, soya, 
orange jus, beef meat and chicken). Beside ecological degradation, social inequities, urban and rural regional 
differences, illiteracy,  unemployment, violence and  infrastructural challenge of common services, it has to 
especially stand behind the corruption, its debts, the failure of the administration, the lack of confidence for 
the political institutions and to the archaic paternalistic governance style. 
 
The third edition of World Nomadic University will take place in 2007 in Mato Grosso do Sul (West of 
Brazil ). This region, characterised by the effects of agricultural borders increasing by the modernisation, 
became single as well because of recent massive integration of transmigrates families implanted thanks to the 
Agra Government Reform project, under pressure of national movements of ground-less and by 50 000 native 
inhabitants of different ethnics (Kaiowá-Guarani, Terena, Kadiwéu, Guató e Ofaié Xavante) who lives there. 
While the native societies are cumulated, along the time, a good knowledge for the sustainability and the 
environmental protection, or by the practical use of the reciprocity principle  - one of the fundaments of function 
of theirs communities - ,  the agricultural entrepreneurs, who help the growing of agricultural borders, the big 
infrastructural projects (thermoelectric,  pipelines, roads) and the industrial enterprises (alcohol factories, fridges 
and so on) all equipped in « heavy » technologies and making pollution,  have heavily destroyed the natural 
environment of this space formed by sedimentary plate, the savanna  and the flooded plain of Pantanal.
